The History of Albany’s Rapp Road Community

The Rapp Road Community is a little-known African American Community located in Albany’s Pine Bush. Most of its original residents migrated from Shubuta, Mississippi in the 1930s and 1940s under the direction of a preacher named Louis W. Parsons. This presentation will chronicle the history of the migrants and challenges in preserving the Rapp Road Community’s history.

Jennifer Lemak is a Senior Historian and Curator of African American History at the New York State Museum. She earned an M.A. in Public History and a Ph.D. in American History, both at the University at Albany. Her current research includes studying African 

American migration from the South to New York State’s many industrial centers between 1910 and 1970. Prior to becoming a Senior Historian, Dr. Lemak worked for seven years in the curatorial department at the Albany Institute of History & Art. She resides in Loudonville with her husband and three children.
